Community Safety Officers and 
police to patrol.

Much-needed new investment 
will help reverse the neglected 
state of our pavements, verges and 
roads. One Tory councillor recently 
had the nerve to suggest potholes 
helped road safety by stopping 
speeding! More useful are efforts 
by our Lib Dem team to have 
potholes filled in and pavements 
made safe – please tell us of any 
issues in your road. 

I’m passionate about Leigh and 
bring that passion to the council 
chamber. I hope to continue 
to do that on your behalf.
